Secretary, Kathleen Sebelius 
and the Administration on Aging 
have awarded Services and 
Advocacy for Gay, Lesbian, Bi-
sexual and Transgender Elders 
(SAGE) a three-year, $900,000 
grant to create the nation’s only 
national resource center on 
LGBT aging. 
 

The National Technical Assis-
tance Resource Center for 
LGBT Elders will assist commu-
nities across the country in their 
efforts to provide services and 
support for older LGBT peo-
ple.  The Resource Center will 
provide training to aging service 
providers and LGBT agencies 
nationwide, and will offer criti-
cally important educational 
tools to LGBT older people.  
 

“The creation of a National 
Technical Assistance Resource 
Center for LGBT Elders is a 
monumental step forward for 
the LGBT community,” said Mi-
chael Adams, Executive Direc-
tor of SAGE. “SAGE is ex-
tremely gratified to be given this 
opportunity to create and over-
see the Resource Center in 
close cooperation with the Ad-
ministration on Aging,” contin-
ued Adams.  “We are confident 
that working with AoA and our

partners – who represent an 
extraordinary collaboration be-
tween the aging services net-
work and the LGBT community 
– we will make a difference in 
the lives of every LGBT older 
person in every community in 
this country.” 
 

The Resource Center will seek 
to engage, empower and sup-
port mainstream aging provid-
ers, LGBT providers and LGBT 
older adults to ensure that 
LGBT elders have the neces-
sary and culturally appropriate 
support and services to suc-
cessfully age in place.  Among 
other tools, SAGE plans to de-
velop a comprehensive, web-
based clearinghouse targeting 
all three audiences.  The clear-
inghouse will include diverse 
resources, social networking 
tools, an “Ask the Experts” ser-
vice, web-based training and 
other features.  
 

SAGE is the world's oldest and 
largest non-profit agency dedi-
cated to serving lesbian, gay, 
bisexual, and transgender 
older adults. The Golden Rain-
bow Senior Center is proud to 
be the latest and only organi-
zation in California to become 
an affiliate of the SAGE organi-
zation. 
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zations were founded and built 
to a significant degree by 
LGBT older adults, and are 
thus emblematic of the extraor-
dinary benefits of civic engage-
ment. Anecdotal evidence 
suggests that LGBT people 
in midlife and older adults 
continue to play vital roles 
as community organizers, 
policy advocates, nonprofit 
board members, and front-
line volunteers in an array of 
initiatives across the coun-
try. Recognizing the value of 
sustaining and building such 
involvement, a handful of

“Anti-LGBT discrimination is 
built into the federal safety net 
for elders and as a result, older 
LGBT people are at high risk 
for financial insecurity in their 
later years. LGBT elders facing 
these inequities may already 
find themselves standing on a 

unteerism, as evidenced by the 
following excerpts. 
 
“Too often, older adults in 
the United States are re-
garded as a population with 
little prospect for learning, 
growing and contributing to 
society . Aging often is viewed 
largely as an assemblage of 
losses and needs, with elders 
seen as burdens, soaking up 
resources that could be better 
used elsewhere. The reality is 
far different from these popular 
misconceptions: older adults in 
fact retain 
the capac-
ity to learn, 
to develop 
the wisdom 
of experi-
ence, and 
to make 
p o s i t i v e 
c o n t r i b u -
tions to 
their com-
munities as 
volunteers. 
In addition, 
a consider-
able per-
centage of those ages 65-plus 
remain productive in the econ-
omy, either by choice or neces-
sity. 
 
“One of the forces working to 
reverse the widespread stereo-
type of older adults as social 
burdens is the civic engage-
ment movement, which fo-
cuses on the strengths and 
contributions of older people. 
One advocate explains civic 
engagement as ‘act ions 
wherein older adults participate 

in activities of personal and 
public concern that are 
both individually life enrich-
ing and socially beneficial 
to the community.’  Such 
civic engagement not only 

serves the people, organi-
zations and communities 
with whom older people 
work, but also helps older 
adults themselves: Studies 
[P. Cullinane, The Journal 
on Active Aging, 2006] 
have shown that older 
adults who regularly vol-
unteer lower their risk of 
mortality and have better 
physical and mental 
health.

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food for 170 week-in-week-
out creates a bond between 
people!  One volunteer told 
me that for the last five years 
he’s lived in Palm Springs, 
he visited the bathhouse 
every Christmas and Thanks-
giving.  This was the first 
year his newfound family in-
vited him to share the holi-
days together.   

 
Quoting Outing Age again, 
“Researcher Lee Badgett of 
the Williams Institute has 
shown that employment dis-
crimination against LGBT 
people is widespread, with 
gay men on average earning 
at least 10% less than simi-
larly qualified heterosexual 
men. Women continue to 
earn seventy-seven cents on 
the dollar relative to men in 
the workplace, while lesbian 
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shaky financial foundation due 
to the economic conse-
quences of workplace dis-
crimination over the lifespan.”  
 
In response to this inequality, 
the Golden Rainbow launched 
its food pantry in 2008 for fi-
nancially challenged LGBT 
older adults.  Each Wednes-
day morning, 15 volun-
teers arrive at 6am to 
set up for our food dis-
tribution.  We set out 
the food on shelves in 
aisles so that partici-
pants can have the dig-
nity of “shopping” for 
what they want.  We 
serve over 170 people 
each and every week 
within two hours.  The 
effort that goes into the 
set-up, distribution, and 
breakdown would not 
be possible without our 
dedicated volunteers. 
The distribution takes 
place between 8:00 and 
10:00 and each person 
is greeted and wel-
comed.  The room is 
then broken down 
quickly to make room 
for our weekly Tai Chi class.   
 
I am personally touched 
each time I visit the pro-
gram, not only for people 
getting the food they need 
but also to witness our vol-
unteers.  I noticed that they 
have formed a great support 
system among themselves, 
and have become a family 
of choice. They socialize 
together and have become 
bonded.  I guess assembling 

and bisexual women encoun-
ter economic consequences 
due to homophobia and bi-
phobia as well. Transgender 
people are particularly likely to 
experience high rates of un-
employment and underem-
ployment over the course of 
their working lives. 
 
“Most LGBT people who are 

currently ages 65-
plus have spent the 
majority of their 
working years during 
an era when work-
place discrimination 
on the basis of sex-
ual orientation and 
gender identity was 
both socially en-
forced and legally 
permitted throughout 
the United States. Job 
opportunities were lim-
ited, and the jobs avail-
able to LGBT people 
who were open about 
their orientation or 
identity or who had the 
misfortune to be ex-
posed were less likely 
to include health bene-
fits or pensions. As a 
result, many LGBT 

older adults have low incomes 
and limited assets. Although 
workplace discrimination 
against LGBT people is less 
universally accepted today, no 
federal law protects LGBT 
people from such discrimina-
tion. At the state level, 20 
states and the District of Co-
lumbia prohibit employment 
discrimination based on sex-
ual orientation; 13 also pro-
hibit discrimination on the ba-
sis of gender identity.”

Dear Counselor: 
 
We just don’t know what to 
do and hope you have some 
answers for us!  
 
My partner Jim and I have 
been together going on 40 
years now.  We 
met when we 
were 20.  Can you 
bel ieve that?  
A n y w a y ,  w e 
moved to Cathe-
dral City about 5 
years ago.  Sure 
we’ve met lots of 
people and really 
enjoy living here 
but we do not 
have any close 
friends.  Our 
BFF’s (aren’t we 
hip) have passed 
away as has Jim’s 
close family.  I 
haven’t spoken to 
anyone in my 
family for many, 
many years now 
and don’t intend 
to do any making 
up in this lifetime. 
 
We own our home together 
and have accumulated an es-
tate worth about $1,000,000. 
We own everything in joint ten-
ancy and registered as domes-
tic partners a couple of years 
ago. 
 
My health is failing a bit but I 
know if something happens 
to me Jim will be okay finan-
cially.  But we’ve been talk-

ing and we just don’t know 
what to do if something 
happens to both of us.  We 
would want our money to 
go to a couple of our favor-
ite charities.  People have 
told us about living trusts and 
we probably should do that 
but we still don’t know who 

would be handling our finan-
cial matters.  Also, what if 
both of us become incompe-
tent—what happens then.  It’s 
all very scary.  What do you 
suggest we do? 
 

Looking For Some Answers

Yes I can believe that you’ve

anyone can access but it will 
help protect against theft. 
 
The more difficult question is 
what to do if you and Jim be-
come incompetent. Who would 
be designated as your finan-
cial and health care attorney-in
-fact?    Professional fiduciar-
ies can help.    
 
Legislation in California was 
passed in 2007 to regulate 
non-family member profes-
sional fiduciaries, including 
conservators, guardians, 
trustees, and agents under a 
durable power of attorney as 
defined by the Professional 
Fiduciaries Act. Professional 
fiduciaries provide critical 
services to seniors, disabled 
persons, and children. They 
manage matters for clients in-
cluding daily care, housing and 
medical needs, and also offer 
financial management services 
that range from basic bill pay-
ing to estate and investment 
management. Please check 
credentials BEFORE you de-

pared for you would, however, 
in the end be the most eco-
nomical way to proceed leav-
ing more money for your des-
ignated charities. You can ap-
point the trust department of 
certain banks here in the val-
ley (you will need to ask them 
first if they are willing to do 
this), a certified fiduciary, an 
attorney that you trust, and, of 
course, a friend.   
 
It is essential that whoever you 
appoint is trustworthy with the 
utmost integrity.  The Succes-
sor Trustee will have the 
power to gather together all of 
y o u r  a s s e t s  a n d 
then………..either book that 
flight to Costa Rico or pay your 
bills, income taxes, burial 
costs and distribute the re-
mainder to your beneficiaries. 
 
One way to protect against 
wrongdoing is to let your 
beneficiaries know that they 
are beneficiaries.   Also, you 
can record your trust with 
the Riverside County Re-
corder’s office.  This makes

Unfortunately, if someone 
doesn’t have any money to 
pay a professional fiduciary 
that person will have to rely 
on friends and community 
for support.

Inside the museum, there 
are 40 exquisite galler-
ies, on two floors; rooms 
lavishly embellished with 
marble and gold—
treasures in their own 
right even if they were 
empty rooms.   
 
Not to be missed is the 
very controversial bronze 
statue known worldwide 
as “The Getty Bronze,” or 
“Victorious Youth” an an-
cient male nude (pictured 
left) that historians attrib-
ute to Alexander the 
Great’s personal sculptor 
and which was plundered 
by Roman soldiers 
around the time of 
Christ.  Eventually lost at 
sea, it was discovered by 
Italian fishermen in 1964 
and purchased by The 
Getty in 1977.  Now part 

of an international scandal and 
trial (the Italians want it back), 
this beautiful sculpture has 
quite a history: found in the 
depths of the sea, buried in a 
cabbage patch and even hid-
den in a priest’s bathtub, it’s 
ours to marvel over on this ter-
rific day trip.

Did you know that the term “to 
drive” has been upheld by the 
California Supreme Court to 
include, not only the act be-
yond physical 
manipulation 
of moving a 
vehicle, but 
having physi-
cal control of 
the vehicle?  
Also, in the 
past one had 
to be on a 
highway or 
elsewhere to 
be charged 
with DUI but 
the courts 
have now de-
termined that, 
by the term 
elsewhere, it 
includes pri-
vate property. 
 
If you are stopped by a law 
enforcement officer for possi-
ble violation of DUI laws, al-
ways do the following: 
 
· Be courteous towards the 

officer and cooperate with 
each and every request 
asked of you. 

 
· Attempt to complete a field 

sobriety test to the best of 
your ability. 

 
· Do not argue with the offi-

cer if you fail a sobriety 
test. 

 
· At the earliest opportunity 

write down why you 
thought you may have 
passed the test, or why 
you could not complete or 
perform the test to the best 
of your ability. 

 
If asked to give a breath test, 
request either a blood or urine 
test so that, at a later date if 
necessary, you can have the 
court order a split of the sam-
ple to be analyzed by your own 
independent laboratory.  The 
results of a breath test do not 
have a sample that could be 
analyzed at a later date and it 
is very difficult to prove that the 
breathalyzer machine malfunc-
tioned or was not calibrated 
correctly.  
 
If you are arrested you will be 
released later, either on bail or 
on your own recognizance and 
will be given a date to appear 
in court.  Your driving privi-

leges may be revoked but you 
can apply to the DMV for a 
temporary license if you need 
one to perform your business 
activities.  Merely needing a 
license to go back and forth to 

work is insuf-
f i c i e n t 
grounds for a 
t e m p o r a r y 
license. 
 
When you go 
to court you 
can request 
the services 
of a Public 
Defender to 
r e p r e s e n t 
you if you 
cannot afford 
to hire a pri-
vate attor-
ney.  My ad-
vice is to 
never repre-

sent yourself.  Remember “He 
who represents himself has a 
fool for a client.”  
 
The best advice is never drink 
and drive or have a designated 
driver to make sure you get 
home safely.
